All the pieces
are then transported to the hangar for analysis. It is amazing to consider that
however/in spite of/instead of all the advance technology involved in the air
industry, most crashes are actually the result of human error rather than
technological mistake/fault/failure. Nevertheless, we must keep in mind that
every safe landing around the world happens thanks to the detailed investigations

of the AAIB and similar/same/like organizations.
