The first ten “Penguin” paperbacks (msrkas o6mokka) 1 were sold/were
published/were written in the shops on the 30th July 1935. Their price was remarkably
low, each book cost 6 pence 2 which/what/that was the same price as a packet of
cigarettes. 3 Then/After/Before "Penguin” came to life, most books were published
in hard back format. These books were produced for the upper and middle classes. By
the 1930s there was a growing 4 demand/use/requirement for education and books.
__ 5 the advantage/the beginning/the introduction of radio attracted the public’s
interest 6 to/at/on learning and reading. In the 1950s paperbacks started to 7
to widen/to increase/to spread their themes and titles. Since the 1970s there has been
