Scientists recently found out what viruses sound like. They developed a way to (1) on these
and other microbes. This new tech can help scientists study such microbes and sound out the identity of
germs in our environment.

For hundreds of years, we’ve been able to see (2) through microscopes. Yet most microbes
look pretty similar.

That unique feature could be a sound. Nearly anything can make sound by vibrating. Different things make
distinctive sounds, depending on their shape and what they’re made of.

That’s what led Elad Harel and his team from Michigan State University (MSU) to develop their
laser-based system.

By using sound, “we showed that we can track single viruses and even listen to a virus (8) ,
Harel says.
