Thirty five vehicles were involved in a multiple collision on the M.1
motorway this morning. The accident occurred about three miles south to the
Newport Pagnell service area when an articulated lorry carrying a load of steel bars
jack-knifed and overturned. A number of lorry drivers and motorists were unable
to pull up in time and ran into the overturned vehicle, causing a major pile-up.
Some of the steel bars from the load were flung by the impact across the central
reserve into the southbound carriageway, which was restricted to single-lane
working because of repairs and resurfacing, causing several minor accidents. With
both carriageways blocked, police closed the motorway for a time, and diversion
signs were posted at the nearest slip roads. Breakdown vehicles and ambulances
had considerable difficulty in reaching the scene of the accident because of fog.
This was dense in places, and the flashing amber light signals had been switched
on for most of the night. So far, there are no reports of anyone seriously injured in
the accident.

At the opening meeting in London Sir John Stone, the Metropolitan Area
Traffic Adviser, criticized the standard of motorway driving in this country. He
said that there was evidence that many of the basic disciplines of motorway use
had yet to be learned by British drivers. Lane discipline was much worse in this
country than in America.
